1. Technical Rescue Helmet, traditional helmet’s rear bill will interfere with rope and
harness.

2. Class 3 Harness.

3. Gloves for rope handling.

4. Eye protection.

5. Appropriate industrial footwear. Tech boots or Work boots. Steel toes “not” required.
6. Jeans or Tech pants and T shirts.

Grain Personnel:

1.Hard hat with a chin strap. If you do not have a chin strap, a few will be for sale at the
training site.

3.Gloves for rope handling. Will be tying knots in ropes and straps.
