The Certified Crop Adviser (CCA) Exam Training program, sponsored and delivered by the OSU 
Agronomic Crops Team, will be offered at the Shelby County Extension Office, 810 Fair Rd, Sidney, 
Ohio 45365 on January 10 & 11, 2018 beginning at 9:00 a.m. on the 10th and adjourn by 5:00 p.m. on 
the 11th. This is an intensive two-day program somewhat directed toward the local exam – to be used 
as a reminder on what best to study in preparation for the CCA exams. Exams will be given in 2018 
on February 2nd and August 3rd.
